“Setting in the West”

     The Lambskin apron is an emblem of innocence and the badge of a Mason.  More ancient than the Golden Fleece or Roman Eagle, more honorable than the Star or Garter or any distinction that can be conferred upon you at this or any future period by king, prince, potentate, or any other person, and which it is hoped that you will wear with pleasure to yourself and honor to the Fraternity.

      The Most Noble Order of the Garter of Great Britain is conceded to be the highest order of Knighthood in the World, excelling seven other orders of Knighthood in the United Kingdom, the Golden Fleece in Austria and Spain, the Annunziata of Italy, the Black Eagle of Prussia, the St. Andrews of Russia, the Elephant of Denmark, and Seraphim of Sweden.  Of these, the Star and Garter is probably the oldest as well as the most honorable.
     Whatever the original purpose in the creation of the Order of the Garter was, it soon assumed a position of dignity and honor.

     This Order has a special interest to Masons, as there is a great similarity between Masonry and the Garter.  It was purely a Knightly Order of Chivalry designed to promote honor and fair dealing among men in high places.  It pledged itself to promote justice for all men and to render aid to the poor, especially to the poor distressed widows and orphans.  Substantial amounts were
pledged for these purposes and sums were provided for the building of roads and other improvements to create employment to relieve the distressed.

     The first three Symbolic or Blue degrees are conferred in a Lodge.  These Lodges are chartered and controlled by the Grand Lodge.  There is no further or higher organization.
     In the EA degree, the initiate is introduced to the principal tenets of Freemasonry; Brotherly Love, Relief & Truth upon which the super-structure of Freemasonry is built.

     The FC degree is designed to equip the Brother by instructing him in the principals of the human senses, architecture, the liberal arts & sciences & deity for the maturity of life.
     The Master Mason degree completes the instruction and furnishes the initiate with the mental tools necessary for a well spent life.  

     After being raised, the Master Mason is entitled to wear the Square & Compass whether or not he ever becomes a real Master Mason depends on what he does with what he was taught.
     Probably the most universally representative of all Masonic emblems is the apron.  Coming down from antiquity this original “tool” of the operative stone Mason has persisted thru the centuries.
